Enter Data Fields - Visual Basic Application for Microstation
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What will Enter Data Fields do?
1. Edit Single command button - Issue the standard microstation “Edit Single” command.

2. Clear Data + New command button – Will clear an existing enter data field of text and prepare blank enter data field for new text entry.

3. Zap command button – Simply clear any enter data field of text

4. Text Boxes 1 to 6 – Entry region for “recycle” text data.

5. Command Buttons 1 to 6 – Continuously repeats data entry from adjacent text box to any enter data field identified.

6. Today’s Date command button – Will enter the current system date into a enter data field.

7. Varied Date command button – Will enter a varied date from the current date.

8. + command button – will add 1 day to the Varied Date.

9. – command button – will take 1 day away from the Varied Date.

10. Rev command button – Will insert the selected revision description into a enter data field.

11. Select Revision Description Combo Box – will list available revision descriptions.

How to use Edit Fields
Make sure the EnterDataFields.mvba is located in the environmental variable path MS_VBASEARCHDIRECTORIES.
Issue the command “vba load EnterDataFields” to load the project.

Issue the command “vba run DataFieldsStartup.LoadEnterDataFields” to run vba project.

Any text can be placed on the form in a Text Box. This text can then be recycled into any enter data field by 1 of 2 methods. The first way is to select the command Edit Single command button, then identify the enter data field followed by placing a data point on the Text Box. This will extract the text from the form and automatically fill in the enter data field. The second way is to hit the adjacent command button and then identify a enter data field and the text will be extracted from the form and placed in the enter data field. Any subsequent data points in another field will result in that field being updated as well until a reset command is issued.
If a enter data field already has text in it and you need to clear this text out and start a fresh entry then using the Clear Data + New command button and identifying the enter data field will achieve that.

If you simply need to clear out a series of data fields use the Zap command button and identify each enter data field. Reset to exit the command.
Inserting the current system date in a data field is as simple as pressing the Today’s Date command button and identifying the enter data field (s). Note that this will use the operating systems date format. If this is not in the desired format use the Settings - Control Panel – Regional Settings – Date tab to set the desired format. If you want to insert a date which is not the current date but within a few days of today’s date then adjust the date up or down using the + or – buttons. Then using the Varied Date command button identify the enter data field (s) you wish to populate. The date buttons are particularly useful in title block and revision issue enter data fields.
When a revision description needs to be filled in, a company standard list can be used. Simply use the combo box pull down and select from the available list the desired description. Then push the Rev command button and identify the desired enter data field to populate. Note that the revision description can be altered once it is in the combo box area. The altered description will remain for the current microstation session or until another description is selected from the pull down list. Using this method to fill in enter data fields gives consistent descriptions and spelling to all drafting personnel.
